The 
production combined music and drama to tell the 
story of three young people affected by bullying in 
different ways. The purpose of óHopeô was to pro-
mote self-empowerment and examine strategies to 
combat bullying. It also addressed cyber bullying 
and promoted the safe and responsible use of 
technology. We especially enjoyed the interactive

Prison! Me! No Way! 
In November our Year 8 and 9 Students enjoyed a fantastic 
crime safety and awareness day. The purpose of the day was 
to discover more about causes, consequences, impact and 
penalties of crime. It also encouraged our young people to 
stay safe, be inspired and become good citizens.  
 

Students attended a variety of workshops including: Prison Life (including visit to mobile 
cell); Street Scene (discussion and role-play of issues surrounding anti-social behaviour); 
Choices  and  Consequences  (Q & A  session  with  an ex-prisoner); C.E.O.P. (Child 
Exploitation Online Protection - dangers associated with misuse of internet); Criminal 
(Dangers associated with Road Safety and Car Crime); Drugs education and prevention; 
Fire Safety, (the effects on the community of arson, hoax calls etc); Magistrates (role-play 
of a mock trial based on an actual event).  

Staff and Students had a superb day. We especially enjoyed the chance to visit a prison cell and all of the prizes we 
received for excellent participation! 



In November we hosted our first ever óEmployer Engagement 
and Careers Festivalô. The festival gave every Student from 
Year 7 to 13 an introduction to the world of work with local 
and national businesses exhibiting their activities as well as 
information, advice and guidance about career pathways.  
 

Exhibitors this Year included TBA Textiles, Barclays Bank, 
Aldi, GM Police, Rochdale Football Club, The University 
of Manchester, National Careers Service, Phoenix Hair 
and Beauty, The Skills Company, ICare Ambassadors 
and Rainbow End Nursery. These organisations offered 
an  exciting  range  of  hands-on  experiences  for the 
Students.  

These included CV support, media production, 
science experiments, a life size board game about 
university life, hair and beauty boutique and first 
hand advice about career progression and life in 
the working world.

This is a society based in the University of Manchester which focuses on International 
Development through engineering and technology.
